On the Sunday morning of my last Tri-cities visit,
sometime before 6 a.m., I heard a child’s voice,
crying loudly. | assumed that someone must have
been checking out of the motel early, long before
the little one was ready to be awake. That
happens sometimes when families travel together.
But this wasn’t just a little crying. It went on and
on, and was getting louder. 1 looked out into the
parking lot. It was still dark, raining, and I didn’t
see any movement. No car lights. What was
going on? Finally, | poked my head out of my
room and checked the hallway. Several doors
down from mine stood a tiny girl all alone, crying
her heart out.

I went out and asked her what was wrong. She
said that she couldn’t get in her room. I asked if
hers was the room she was standing in front of and
she said yes. 1told her to go ahead and knock as
loud as she could, I’d wait there with her. No one
answered, so I asked her name. “Kylie.” Next I
asked if she knew her last name, and she did.

How old was she? She held up three fingers,
folding down her index with her thumb, the way a
three year-old does.

I invited Kylie to go together to the front desk so
they could call her room. I was just beginning to
talk with the clerk when a man who had been
smoking outside the front door set his cigarette on
the edge of a planter and came in. “I’m her
grandpa,” he said, “I thought I could slip out for a
smoke while she was sleeping. She must have
followed me.” Kylie reached for his hand, and he
took her back outside with him so he could finish
his cigarette—in the dark, in the rain, in the cold.
He didn’t offer any apologies, or any thanks.
Kylie stood by patiently.
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There was nothing right with this situation
(although there was nothing wrong enough to call
authorities.) No thanks, no apologies, and a sense
of priorities that placed a cigarette before a little
girl, unnoticed as she tagged behind. It’s hard to
tell with a heavy smoker, but I’d guess that
Grandpa is around my age, maybe a little older.
There’s probably a good chance that he’ll come
under Kylie’s care someday. Where will he fit in
the scheme of her priorities? Will he come first,
or second to any habits or addictions that she may
have developed by then? Third? Fourth? Or will
he be simply counted out? Will it mean anything
to her that he’s “family”?

This happened in the week when the “Occupy
Wall Street” movement was spreading nation-
wide and beyond—mostly outdoors, as the
weather gets colder. No one knows where this
movement is headed yet, but people are crying out
and knocking harder than a three year-old can.
Those who’ve left them stranded may have had no
ill intent—they’re just distracted with their habits
and addictions. What comes next? Could thanks
and apologies be part of it? And will we
remember that we’re all one family, traveling
together? I’d give thanks for that.

We are working on re-usable towels for hand
drying. Whites at our house are always the
smallest loads so we will not have any extra loads
to clean the hand towels each week. So we will
not be increasing our water or electricity
consumption to clean the hand towels. In addition,
the detergents we use are environmentally friendly
and super concentrated to reduce packaging.

We are also working on Seventh Generation 100%
recycled tissue paper. If every household in the
US used 12 rolls that would save 3.8 million trees,
1.3 billion gallons of water and 9.8 million cubic
feet of landfill space.
